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NEIGHBOURS of the $190 mil-
lion green energy park
approved for Scone have sav-
aged the decision to allow the
project, saying it will damage

surrounding businesses and do
little to help the environment.

Premier Kristina Keneally
said yesterday the NSW
Government had approved the
Kyoto Energy Park and its 34
wind turbines and 100 hectares
of solar panels.

The decision has left horse
breeders reeling and a group
of residents, the Hunter Land-
scape Guardians, devastated.

The Upper Hunter Shire
Council is keenly awaiting
information about what con-

roads.

Ms Keneally said the devel-
opment would power 47,000
homes and the carbon emis-
sions saved would be
equivalent to taking about
60,000 cars off the road a year.
